This is the fourth edition of PWEA’s „Wind Energy Market in Poland” Conference. The 
previous Conference in 2008 proved to be a great success, attracting significant attention 
from the renewable industry. The number of participants exceeded 450 persons. The two-day 
meeting hosted 6 thematic panels: “Environment”, “Technology and IT”, “Infrastructure”,  
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“Sector services”, “Economy and finance” and “Planning”. Papers were presented by more 
than 30 speakers from Poland and abroad. During the 2008 Conference we also held a “Gala 
Dinner” for the participants, which proved to be a great opportunity to discuss current wind 
power issues during an unofficial meeting. Furthermore, the Conference was accompanied 
by an exhibition, mini-fair, where key players of the wind energy market presented their offer. 
PWEA also prepared special “meeting rooms” allowing Conference participants to hold 
negotiations with potential business partners.

This year we will meet in a much wider circle. There are around 600 registered participants – 
everyone, who creates the wind energy sector. 

For a number of reasons this is a special time for the Conference.  

We are on the eve of implementation of quite significant changes to the Energy Law. Most 
are those PWEA waited for; however, a number of solutions introduce, in our opinion, new 
barriers and constraints. Of course, until the very passing of the Law PWEA will fight to 
change such disadvantageous provisions. Furthermore, there is a number of omissions: the 
draft amendment to the Law does not solve the issues we deem are the most important – 
related to the allocation and settlement of costs of power lines built to connect new capacity. 
These are the issues to be discussed during the Conference.  

December next year is the deadline for Poland to achieve the so-called indicative target 
(7.5% of share of RES energy in the entire produced energy volume; the target amounts to 
10.4% when referred to energy delivered to final consumers, without regard to losses). 
PWEA would like to emphasize that the target will not be met, for we will not build more than 
1 500 MW within less than two years. Where today are all those representatives of various 
governments who assured that the target will be met without problems, so there is no need to 
implement special measures? To make matters worse, similar voices may be heard today 
when one discusses the 2020 perspective, the National Action Plan or the Energy Sector 
Development Strategy. Often the very same experts refer to the need to slow down the 
development! However, what we need are actual analyses and sound discussion on the 
matter. This is what the Conference is for. 

Wind energy is a leading technology in the European Union. 2008 was another year with 
unrecorded growth in installed capacity compared to all other energy production 
technologies. 
 
In April next year in Warsaw PWEA will hold the fifth Conference. The event will be 
extraordinary, for it will be a part of the EWEC2010 European Wind Energy Conference. The 
decision to hold the event (attended by several thousand participants) in Warsaw stems from 
EWEA’s appreciation of PWEA activities in Poland and the opportunities still faced by our 
country; it is an attempt to convey a strong impulse to the decision makers to wake up and  
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acknowledge the part of the energy sector, which is to cover approximately 23% of electricity 
demand by 2020!   

The Conference will discuss all these matters, as well as many new aspects, such as social 
acceptance issues, and answer many questions, giving you the opportunity for many bilateral 
meetings and to establish important acquaintances. 

This year PWEA celebrates the 10th anniversary of its activity on the Polish market. We 
succeeded in drawing many subjects to the wind energy development idea. It is very likely 
that already this year PWEA will have more than one hundred members!!! This makes us an 
actual representative of the sector, a representative that may not be left unheard by the 
Administration. �
